If you are a SNAP recipient interested in employment 
and training services, just tell your SNAP caseworker that you want to enroll in SNAP E&T. 
From there, a dedicated SNAP E&T worker will contact you with next steps.

What is SNAP Employment & Training (SNAP E&T)? 

SNAP E&T is a voluntary employment and training assistance program that helps SNAP 
recipients gain the skills, training and work experience necessary to find work that leads to 
self-sufficiency.
